▫ Since most of the graduate courses are delivered in Korean, graduate students who

wish to participate in the exchange program can choose an undergraduate course in

English.
▫ Students can choose courses such as taught in Korean, English, Chinese etc. within 18

credits per semester. (Graudate Students can choose up to 9 credits)

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Grading System

▫ DU uses the 4.5 GPA-Point scale to evaluate students

▫ Grading is generally based upon midterms, final exams,

attendance, reports (essays), and presentations.

▫ Credits are given for grades above Do.

Transcript

semester.

Students Print it out and go to

the Korean embassy to apply for a visa.

Living cost

(Costs would depending on

▫ Living (meals, transportation, etc) : KRW 350,000~500,000/month

▫ Housing(self prepared)  : KRW 400,000~600,000/month

① Exchange students are required to submit their Home country insurance as an

application document for the exchange program. This should include Accidental Injury

Medical Treatment Insurance and Hospitalization Medical Insurance upon their arrival.

(It should cover all periods of stay in Korea)

② Also, all international Students (Including exchange students) staying in Korea are

subject to a mandatory subscription to National Health Insurance(NHIS).

Both are required.
▪ Once the residence card (외국인등록증) has been issued, The NHIS payment notice

will be sent to each student's registered address directly.
▪ Monthly payment for exchange student is around KRW 76,500. Details will be

announced with the payment notice.
