The Catholic University of Portugal in Porto began its activities in 1978 with the College of Law 
and comprises, at present, 13 degree programs, distributed among the two campuses situated in 
the city of Porto: The Asprela and the Foz Campus. 

The “Asprela Campus”, located in the eastern part of the city, comprises the “Faculty of Biotechnol-
ogy” and the “Institute of Health Sciences”, which offers several programs concerning these fields 
of study.

Located by the “Foz Velha”, the “Foz Campus”, encompasses six Schools: the “Law School”; the 
“School of Economics and Management”, the “College of Theology”, the “School of Arts” and the 
“Faculty of Education and Psychology” as well as the Institute of Bioethics and offers numerous 
degree and post-degree programs.

  1.1.1. Campuses Schedule

Both campuses are open 24/7, nearly 365 days a year (exceptions are Christmas and 
New Year’s Day as Well as Easter Day).

You may thus, come and stay in the University at any time. Although, be aware that, as 
of 11:00 pm the Student Card ID is required in order to access each campus. 

You may bring a friend to campus, even if that friend is not a student at our University. 
In such cases your friend will have to identify him/herself and leave an ID document at 
the door. You will be responsible for him/her.

University services are closed on the 2nd and 3rd week of August as well as few days 
during Christmas and Easter holidays.

Banks 
are closed on official holidays.

For your convenience, you should contact the University’s nearest Desk of the “Novo 
Banco”, located in the Foz campus near the Central Building hall.
